I think about how much happier I would be in Hawaii, 
though I have never been, and would probably burn to a crisp if I did. I decide that once 
I knock down my paper I can return to the daydream that is Spring Break. 

Miraculously I crank out 38 pages in the course of the next 10 hours or so. Even 
more amazing is that it’s not half bad. Sure, it’s not going to win a Pulitzer, but throw 
me a bone and tell me it’s good enough for the Anthropology Department Prize. At least 
that’s the goal. Whatever, my advisor will read it and I’ll be fine.  

Windows powers 
down and I smile at my accomplishment.

Many people are not aware of the president’s blatant attacks on reproductive 
freedom, and how his desires to satisfy the religious right may have dire consequences 
not only for our own generation, but for generations to come.  During his administration, 
President Bush has made it his goal to stack the federal courts with right-wing anti-choice 
justices.  Right now, the Supreme Court narrowly supports a woman’s right to make her 
own reproductive decisions.  By appointing conservative justices to the lower courts who 
are certain to vote against a woman’s right to choose, it becomes a real possibility that a 
case challenging Roe v. Wade may reach the Supreme Court in the near future.  By the 
time the challenge to this law reaches the Supreme Court, there may be one or two new 
justices who do not believe in a woman’s constitutional right to choose, thus causing Roe 
v. Wade to be overturned.  Considering that Supreme Court justices receive lifetime 
appointments, this restriction to women’s choice may last 40 or more years, thus not only 
affecting you, your friends, and sisters, but also your daughters who will be born during 
this period.  As history has shown us, women will continue to attempt to control their 
reproductive lives by seeking abortions regardless of their legality, thus causing the 
needless death of thousands due to unsafe, unregulated abortion procedures.  Bush’s 
attacks on reproductive rights will not only eliminate access to safe and legal abortions, 
but will almost certainly erode many other rights and services we often take for granted 
in our country, such as access to birth control, right to privacy, and the availability of 
effective sexual education. 
   If you feel any concern about these issues, there is something you can do!  On 
Sunday, April 25th the March for Women’s Lives will take place in Washington, D.C..  
This is expected to be the largest gathering of the pro-choice majority in history, with a 
projected 1.5 million people in attendance!  When we march on our nation’s capital, we 
will make our voices heard, and remind politicians that these issues are of great 
importance to millions of voters...and that we will remember in November!   
 The voices of Penn students need to be heard, which is why several campus 
organizations, including Penn for Choice, Penn ACLU, Women in Thought, Penn 
Democrats, Penn Med Students for Choice, and Penn Law Students for Choice, have 
joined forces to create the Penn Coalition for the March.  This group will be selling $20 
bus tickets to the March to Penn students or anyone else (bring your non-Penn friends!) 
who is interested in participating in this historic event.  These bus tickets include 
transportation to and from Washington D.C. on the day of the March, as well as the cost 
of D.C. Metro passes.
